Neighbourhoods, Regeneration and Sustainability (NRS) are 
working alongside partners in your area to investigate ongoing 
flytipping. We aim to identify anyone failing to dispose of bulk 
items, general waste, or food waste in the correct way. If you are 
identified as flytipping you may be fined £500, and it may also 
affect your tenancy agreement.
